PHOENIX GALLERY shows new work in all media by local, national and international artists, both emerging and established, in a stimulating and diverse programme of curated exhibitions.  We wish to support and encourage the production of outstanding work that engages with contemporary arts practice, and addresses the gallery space in a fresh and imaginative way, whether it involves installation, wall-based, moving image or other approaches.  
Each exhibition develops as a collaborative effort between artists and Phoenix, and exhibitors should be prepared to be involved in all aspects of the preparation and presentation of their shows, with support and input from staff. 

Artists, curators and exhibition organisers are invited to apply to the gallery for consideration in the forthcoming exhibition programme.  In the first instance, we ask that you submit an expression of interest (explained below).  If we wish to pursue your application further, we will contact you for more information and a detailed proposal.  
Phoenix is a non-commercial venue, and as a charity, it subsidises a significant proportion of the gallery costs.  Exhibitors are normally asked to contribute a nominal amount towards the total costs (between and £200 and £500 depending on the space and number of artists), and to cover their production, transportation, and related expenses.  Phoenix will support and advise artists on applying for funding to offset their costs, and in some cases may be in a position to raise fundraise for a particular project.  Exhibitions normally run for 6 – 7 weeks.  Phoenix covers all programming, publicity, invigilation and some technical help.

· A website address containing background information and examples of your work   or
Up to 8 images of recent work (either as printouts or jpegs on cd/dvd) and a list with titles, dimensions and media   or 
Samples of moving image on dvd in a format compatible with Windows Media Player
· A brief statement (maximum 300 words) describing your current practice, and outlining how you would wish to approach an exhibition at Phoenix.  Include any particular requirements, dates available, and whether your project is dependent upon external funding. 
· Biographical information or cv (optional)
